	Summary of Findings

	The Race Equality Impact Assessment Study was carried out between August and December 2006. The main headline message is that there is no adverse impact on any particular racial group arising out of the delivery of the HMRI programme in Liverpool. Elected Members and officers involved in the delivery of the programme are commended for its management.

However, in those neighbourhoods comprising mainly white working class residents, for example Kensington, Anfield and Breckfield, the study highlights a potential adverse impact which might arise in the future because of the length of time the programme may take to complete with the current level of resources. In addition, increasing numbers of Asylum Seekers and Refugees arriving in these neighbourhoods may exacerbate the situation for residents who are already affected by living through change.
The study also highlights a need to include Granby in the Housing Market Renewal Programme to avoid a potential future adverse impact on the BRM population who still live there.

The consultants found some evidence that Black and Mixed Race residents in Liverpool, like most major cities, face some discrimination which, although not attributable to the HMRI programme, will need to be addressed by the City Council and Liverpool First as the Local Strategic Partnership.
